WHY ARE INSPECTIONS IMPORTANT ?

Housing Quality Standards (HQS) inspec�ons help Public Housing Agencies (PHAs) ensure decent, safe, and habitable housing. 
Inspec�ons provide opportuni�es for PHAs to visit a unit and monitor adherence with the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban 
Development's (HUD) established physical inspec�on standards. HQS inspec�ons also provide tenants an outside evalua�on of 
the condi�on of the owner's property and your unit. HQS inspec�ons can be used to prevent poten�al maintenance issues that 
might not be caught un�l you move out.

If you have already signed up, remember to check your email frequently to ensure you don't 
miss any no�fica�ons from the Los Angeles County Development Authority (LACDA).
